The survey was conducted in June 2021 with 1,143 participants in a nationally representative sample of parents and caregivers

(age 18+) of children from 2 to 12 years old. Demographic quotas were set within each ethnic-racial group to ensure proper ‘ \/’ CO m m o n se n Se ¢

representation. The data was ultimately weighted by actual ethnic-racial representation in the United States to make the total
aggregated data representative. The survey was offered in both English and Spanish.
